SHOW OFF AT YOUR SHOW!

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 Izzie Burns, Conservation & Leg-
islation Chair for the AFMS, had some 
good reminders for us recently. First, 
she wanted all of us to be thankful 
to Jon Spunaugle for the þne work 
he has done in keeping us posted on 
legislation affecting our hobby over 
the past several years. We have been 
much enlightened by his expertise 
and knowledge.

 She also called our attention to 
the American Lands Access Asso-
ciation (ALAA), an organization for 
the express purpose of informing us 
of governmental activities possibly 
affecting our hobbies. We can sup-
port the ALAA by our interest, and 
becoming involved; more of us should 
support by becoming members. Only 
four of the 24 Wilderness bills intro-
duced in Congress last year, passed. 
We need to continue working to keep 
our lands open for ourselves and 
future generations. Write your con-
gressmen, encouraging them to keep 
our country òthe land of the free.ó

 Both Houses of Congress have 
now been presented bills entitled òPa-
leontological Resources Preservation 
Actó. The Senate bill (S-320) was in-
troduced be Daniel K. Akaka, Hawaii, 
on January 17, 2007 and the House of 
Representatives bill H.R. 554), Janu-
ary 18 by James P. McGovern, MA. 
Both bills appear to be, essentially, 
identical. The ostensible purpose ap-
pears to be òfor the protection of 
paleontological resources on Federal 
lands, and other purposes.ó The bills 
concern òcasual collectingó which is 
deþned as òcollecting a reasonable 
amount of common invertebrate and 
plant paleontological resources for 
non-commercial, personal use, either 
by surface collection or the use of 
non-powered hand tools resulting in 
only negligible disturbance to the 
Earthõs surface and other resources.ó 
Reasonable amount, common inver-
tebrates and plants, reasonable dis-
turbance shall be determined by the 

Secretaries 
of the In-
terior and 
Agriculture. 
F e d e r a l 
lands refer 
to refer to all lands (except Indian 
lands) controlled by the Secretary of 
the Interior, and all National forest 
system lands controlled by the Sec-
retary of Agriculture. Paleontological 
resources are òany fossilized remains, 
traces, or imprints of organisms, pre-
served in or on the earthõs crust that 
are of paleontological interest and 
that provide information about the 
history of life on earthó .......Except 
the resource materials deþned in 
section 3(1) of the Archeological 
Resources Protection Act of 1979 
or section 2 of the Native American 
Graves Protection and Repatriation 
Act (25 U.S.C 3001 Permits will be 
required for collecting in the above 
areas. Apparently, the Bureau of 
Land Management (BLM), Bureau of 
Reclamation, and the Forest Service 
may allow casual collecting without 
permit at their discretion. For the 
present, these bills are þled within 
their respective committees. 

 This is a time to contact your 
representatives as to your interests 
and concerns about your hobby and 
ability to continue collecting pale-
ontological materials (fossils) and 
minerals, to be ready in such time 
as these bills may be called out of 
òcommittee.ó Happy hunting.

 Hand drilling hammers, Machin-
istõs peen hammers, and Blacksmithõs 
or sledge hammers,  are used with 
chisels and star drills. Bricklayerõs 
or masonõs hammers are designed for 
setting and splitting bricks, masonry 
tile, and concrete blocks and should 
never be used to strike chisels, drills 
or other metal tools. Standard nail 
(claw) hammers are designed for 
striking unhardened nails and not 
chisels or drill bits.
 
 Flat chisels are designed to be 
used to form and cut metal and should 
not be used with rock. Rock hounds 
should use brick chisels that have a 
double beveled point at an inclined an-
gle of 80 degrees and brick sets with 
a single beveled point with an inclined 
angle of 45 degrees to split rocks. 
Star drills have all cutting edges with 
inclined angles of 70 degrees and are 
used for making holes in rocks.
 
 Hold chisels and drills with a 
loose þst, keeping the þngers relaxed 
in order to minimize the chance of 
being hit by a glancing blow from the 

hammer. A sponge 
rubber pad forced 
over the chisel or 
drill above the hand 
and a glove will also 
provide protection. 
If someone else  is 
holding the chisel 
or drill, it is best to 
use a set of tongs or 
a chisel holder as a 

guide. Gloves and protective clothing, 
consisting of long sleeve shirts, long 
pants, and aprons, eye protection 
(Safety Spectacles, Safety Goggles, 
and Face Shields), and Safety Shoes 
should be used by all individuals in the 
area for protection from glancing 
blows and ÿying chips. The hammers 
face should be 3/8ó larger that the 
face of the chisel or drill bit to be 
struck. The hammers striking face 
should be parallel with the chisel or 
drill being struck.

SAFETY FIRST - CHISEL & DRILL SAFETY
by Bill Klose, EFMLS Safety Chair

  Protect the cutting edges of chis-
els and drills by installing protecting 
covers and store in a rack where they 
will not be chipped or broken. Lubri-
cate with light oil before storing and 
wipe off the oil before striking with a 
hammer.
 
 Regrind broken or chipped chisel 
edges before using. Cool in water 
often while grinding to protect the 
temper of the metal. Drill bit edges 
should be hand þled. Replace chisels, 
drill bits, and 
hammers with 
cracked or 
m u s h r o o m e d 
heads to pre-
vent shards 
of metal from 
breaking off 
and causing injury. Replace worn or 
damaged hammer handles.  A quali-
þed individual should replace hammer 
handles. Most hardware stores will 
replace handles for a nominal fee. 
They can also provide a rubber sleeve 
for sledge hammers which will pre-
vent handle damage adjacent to the 
hammer head.

 My last articleõs topic concerned 
taking time and planning for entering 
the annual BEAC Editorõs contest.  
What I would like to talk about now is 
some tools that are readily available 
for editors to use in their bulletins.  

 The clubõs bulletin is the heart-
beat of a successful club.   I chal-
lenge each club member to commit 
to contribute one item in their clubõs 
bulletin during the year. This makes 
the club member þrst on my list as 
important tools for a great bulletin.  
Let me say this again, the most im-
portant tool for the bulletin editor 
is active members submitting items.   
These items can include many things 
ranging from articles, photos, þeld 
trip reports, junior  articles and 
pictures, poems; and my favorite - 
stories about personal experiences 
on a rock hobby related trip.  We all 
are not established writers, but with 
a little time and planning, a very inter-
esting story can open a lot of eyes to 
how much fun our hobby is.

 A second tool to use is SCRIBE.  
SCRIBE (Special Congress for In-
volved Bulletin Editors) is certainly a 
very good source for material to use 
in your bulletin.  I would like to take 
this moment to encourage each bulle-
tin editor to join;  you will not regret 
it!  Each year SCRIBE issues a CD 
that is chocked full of material.  

 First of all there are bulletins 
from many  contributing clubs that 
have interesting articles that can be 
used in your own club bulletin.  All you 
need to do is reference the source.  
Other items of interest are graph-
ics, clip art and cartoons.  If you 

need help in contacting SCRIBE you 
can email me or SCRIBE President 
Trudy Martin at martintm@telus.net.  
Or visit the SCRIBE website <scrib
esite.home.att.net> to obtain more 
information and an application blank.  
Membership is $6 per year and in-
cludes that fabulous CD.
 
 For clubs that are interested in 
sending out their bulletins electroni-
cally via email, there are PDF writer 
programs on there that are very cost 
ðeffective (compare to the tradi-
tional one from ADOBE) also available 
on the SCRIBE CD.  The PDF reader 
from ADOBE can be downloaded from 
the internet for free.  If you have 
questions about that, please email me 
and I would be more than willing to 
help out.

 Another tool to mention are 
other editors in your region.  Get to 
know them and share local informa-
tion and happenings concerning your 
clubs.  I would also encourage editors 
to exchange bulletins.  Doing this 
electronically via email costs the club 
nothing.  Some editors are new, while 
others are more experienced.  I am 
a þrm believer of not reinventing the 
wheel.   Get a feel from them what 
works for them and maybe you might 
have some hint that they might þnd 
useful.  

 One thing that I thought was re-
ally interesting and a good source of 
material.   One club is  looking back 
at their clubõs archives and republish-
ing articles from the past.  I am sure 
that new members would love to learn 
things about their club that occurred 
20 or 30 years ago.   Articles about 
locations no longer open and acces-
sible to clubs often make fun reading.   
I love to hear stories about þnding 
these great specimens and it sounds 
like they were plentiful.  

 The last tool that I will men-
tion is the EFMLS newsletter (also 

the AFMS newsletter).  There is a 
wealth of information about current 
happenings in the Eastern Federation.  
There are many items in each issue 
that can you can just cut and paste 
in your bulletin.  Each back issue is 
also available via electronic download 
via the EFMLS website.  Remember, 
EFMLS and AFMS news articles are 
items that are looked for in bulletins 
that are submitted for competition.
