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ON THE INSIDE

 It is time again to pull out the club checkbook and write checks for your EFMLS arranged insurances.  This year it is critical for 
the protection of your club that you pay your club insurance premiums immediately upon receipt of the request.  In order to retain 
an insurance program, and keep the same rate , we had to move the program to a new insurer.  This means that there is no grace 
period for your premium payment and the current program will expire at midnight October 31.  The insurance company has asked 
that payments be sent to Ladd’s Agency NO LATER THAN October 15th to be sure that coverage is in force.

 The new insurance policy is with the Great American Insurance Companies.  We were able to renew our program with them 
at no increase this year.  This is a great result for us as liability insurance increases driven by economic conditions and societal issues 
continue to push up costs.  There continues to be no change to the accident insurance premium.

Premiums for the EFMLS insurance programs this year are:
 EFMLS Liability Insurance: $3.124 per club member
 EFMLS Accident Insurance: $2.400 per club member

A FEW THOUGHTS AND THANK YOU’S

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THIS MAY BE OUR LAST CHANCE!

 The following e-mail was sent by a professional geologist and fellow rockhound.  I believe it 
really "tells it like it is" and should give you some ideas about what you can say when you call 
or write to your own Congressman.  This bill isn't going away and it looks like it will be called 
to a vote by the full House of Representatives before they  adjourn for their "election break",  
but almost certainly before they adjourn at the end of the year. (when this session ends and 
all not-passed bills "die".)   If you've not yet contacted your representative, I urge you to do 
so now - before it's too late for us to make a difference!

This e-mail is in regard to Bill HR 554.
 
 Bill HR 554 would make it a crime for individuals to collect fossils on public lands. I am a registered professional geolo-
gist with a half century of experience working as a geologist, which includes the collecting of  fossils. I believe bill HR 554 is ill 
advised and unnecessary. I have been involved in voluntary teaching of geology, including fossils, to school children and adults.  
This is a pastime that millions of Americans practice and enjoy. I do not understand the purpose of restricting and criminalizing 
their free exercise of their right to use THEIR public lands. 
 
  There are trillions of fossils in the rocks within the United States. The collecting of a few thousand or even  tens of 
thousands of fossils each year will not deplete this  resource in 1,000 centuries nor does it contribute any  significant 
environmental impact. To appoint bureaucrats  and law enforcement individuals, who are untrained in  paleontology, 
to enforce this dumb law is ludicrous and  another waste of taxes. I find it incredible that with all  the problems facing 
this country you folks in Washington are wasting your time and our money on such absurdly silly  legislature. 
 
  A few paleontologists want to restrict their fellow Americans so that they alone can pursue this hobby. It is a  hobby for 
them too, because people cannot make a living as paleontologists unless we taxpayers support them with grants of our money. 
No one should have his access to knowledge restricted so that only a few anointed experts can pursue fossil collection and 
study. Many of the finds and much research in paleontology occurs as a result of amateur and semi-professional research and 
collecting. What is next?  Will only librarians be allowed to use the libraries or only biologists be allowed to go fishing? 
 
  If this bill is passed, a family on a weekend outing can be jailed and fined for picking up a fossil even if they do 
not recognize it as a fossil. How do we restrict children from picking up a fossil any more than restricting them from 
picking a wild flower or catching a butterfly? Children need to explore nature to be children. Our scientists  including 
the very paleontologists promoting this law, come from a childhood curiosity that includes pastimes like fossil col-
lecting. I became a geologist because of a childhood pastime of collecting fossils, which began at the  age of 8 years. 
In my professional career, I have added  billions of dollars in resources to our nation’s  benefit. Many other geologists 
share the same background  and have made similar contributions. You have to decide if  the passage of this stupid Bill 
HR 554 is worth the price of further diminishing our nation’s available energy and mineral resources and our future 
supply of scientists. Or perhaps in the future we can also import our scientists from China too?
  
 I urge you to vote against bill HR 554.

CATCHING UP WITH THE TIMES

 EFMLS LIBRARY AND THE ROCHESTER MINERALOGICAL SYMPOSIUM

 Need a presentation for your next 
club meeting? 
Have you con-
sidered bor-
rowing some-
thing from the 
EFMLS Library? 
If you haven’t 
looked through 
the EFMLS Di-
rectory at the 

current list of what’s available, you will 
be surprised. Among many other items 
are over two decades of speakers from 
the Rochester Mineralogical Symposium, 
usually between 9 and 12 presentations 
each year.

 As pretty much everyone is aware, 
VHS tapes are rapidly becoming a thing 
of the past. For example, it’s nearly 
impossible to buy current releases of 
movies on VHS. VHS tapes also have 
a more limited life expectancy than 
DVD’s. They are frequently estimated 
at having a life expectancy of about 8 
years, under ideal conditions, before 
they start to degrade. The Rochester 
Mineralogical Symposium videos date 
all the way back to 1984, the first year 
we taped speakers, and are primarily 
VHS tapes. The Symposium this year 
started the huge task of converting all 
those tapes to DVD. The earlier tapes, 
showing some loss of quality from 
their original appearance, prove that 
we have started this project none too 
early. So far though, we’ve managed to 
convert everything we’ve tried. Keep 
your fingers crossed for us; it would 
be a major thing to loose even one 
speaker’s presentation.

 How is the EFMLS library catching 
up with the times? To show that great 
minds think alike, Carolyn Weinberger 
asked me at the Symposium what 

would be involved in getting a full set on 
DVD for the EFMLS to replace the VHS 
tapes currently in the EFMLS library. It 
has been a tradition of the Symposium 
to donate copies of all lectures to the 
EFMLS each year so the EFMLS has a 
full set of Symposium programs – most 
on VHS, some on DVD. Requests from 
clubs for the videos have followed the 
rest of the world and the EFMLS Librar-
ian, Ken Tudor, had taken on the task of 
modernizing the EFMLS library to meet 
those requests. My answer to Carolyn, 
since I was faced with converting roughly 
200 VHS tapes, was to offer a deal that 
I’d convert half if the EFMLS (spelled Ken 
Tudor) could convert the other half. The 
EFMLS accepted and, with the help of 
Carolyn Weinberger, has secured a bud-
get for the project.

 At this point we’ve converted bet-
ter than one third of the 200 tapes. One 
of the issues is that, with the equipment 
both Ken and I have, we have to convert 
in real time. Neither of us 
has access to expensive 
high speed conversion 
equipment. If a lecture 
was an hour and a half, it 
takes that long to convert 
it. After that comes mak-
ing duplicates to share 
between the EFMLS and 
the Rochester Symposium - it’s a little 
faster than real time, but not by a lot. 
Everything said and done, it takes a few 
hours per tape to convert to DVD.

 Our goal is to have all tapes con-
verted by the next symposium in April 
of 2009. We’re giving priority to lec-
tures that have been requested rather 
than going through everything for each 
year at this point. If you want it and it’s 
not converted yet, it becomes the next 
item on our list. All lectures are avail-

able to clubs from the EFMLS Library 
for just the cost of return postage and 
insurance, which, for a DVD, is pretty 
small. The annual EFMLS Directory, 
which all EFMLS clubs get two cop-
ies of each year, contains a full list of 
all available material. You may contact 
Ken Tudor, the EFMLS Librarian, at 
<kentudor@yahoo.com> to bor-
row material for your club from the 
EFMLS library. You may also e-mail me 
at <lapidry@aol.com> for a full list of 
the Symposium videos and their cost 
should you wish to purchase copies 
for your home library.

 We’ve had some phenomenal 
speakers and subjects through the 
years. Fred Pough, Jeff Scovil, Joe Man-
darino and many other well known 
names within the mineral commu-
nity have been speakers, many several 
times, and the subjects of lectures 
have frequently covered classic loca-
tions such as the Sweat Home Mine 

and many other subjects 
from the experts them-
selves. One of the pur-
poses of the Symposium 
in converting the tapes 
was to also offer them 
again for sale – to clubs 
or individuals. Each year 
we received requests for 

previous programs and had to tell 
them that it was a future goal. That 
time has finally come; we are finally 
making them available. We have over 
two decades of presentations that 
were locked away, previously unable 
to be purchased before this conversion 
to DVD. If you would care to purchase 
any of the videos, I can send the above 
symposium list. Just let me know. The 
price is $25 each for one through 4 
DVD’s and $20 each for 5 or more. 
Shipping is included in the price.
