 Beginning in 2000, as second VP 
of the Eastern Federation, I became 

keenly aware of 
the fact that 
every year, 
clubs were 
dropping by 
the wayside. 
Why, I won-
dered? This at 

the same time others were doing OK 
and in many cases thriving. 

 In our federation, we have several 
clubs going over, or near 100 years. 
Again, how come? Within reason, it 
seems all seven federations and AFMS 
have a vested interest in doing things 
to help our clubs remain successful. 
As for me personally, and as a past 
president of EFMLS, I havenõt liked 
what I have seen with our Eastern club 
population sliding downhill with a loss 
of approximately 1 to 3 clubs per year 
for the past 20 years. 
  
 I do not have statistics for other 
federations, but from what I have 
observed at other regional and AFMS 
annual meetings, know others also have 
suffered many more losses than they 
would like. No federation can stay on 
good footing with that magnitude of 
losses forever. Plus it could ultimately 
affect even our healthy clubs. That said, 
I have made it a passion of mine to read 
and gather as much as I can on this, and 
more importantly, try to learn why, by 
observing and talking with key members 
and ofþcers of many clubs. The contact

and exchange at regional shows and 
conventions plus chat time at Wildacres 
provided lots of invaluable input.
    
 I will attempt in this series to spell 
out in simple terms what I learned, and 
offer speciþc things club ofþcers and 
committee chairs together with mem-
bers might work on to perhaps extend 
club life. 
  
 First off, as the biblical verse goes, 
there is òa time to be born, and a time to 
die.ó Like man, it is  interesting that clubõs 
too, go through a similar òLife Cycle.ó It 
looks like the bell curve below:

Birth     Growth Years        Healthy &   
          Sustaining Decline 
          (sometimes rapid)  
                 Death 
   
 Before it is too late, I imagine 
many of you are wondering, how might 
you determine if your club has a prob-
lem? Heed some warning signs:
   
 PULSE: Observe, are your mem-
bers dwindling down to a precious few? 
Is your treasury getting perilously low? 
Is your club composed more and more 
of Seniors? These are all telltale 
signs that you need a new routine -- 
club probably needs help for improved 
long term survival.
  
 BLOOD PRESSURE: If you do not 
have a club newsletter and some sort see íPhysicalî on page 3

of rallying point fund raiser, it is hard 
to conceive that you will not be heading 
for a major problem(s) sooner rather 
than later.
  
 ORDER SOME TESTS: Failing on 
the above, you can always survey your 
members. Ask what they like most and 
what least about their club and ask for 
suggestions for improvement. Most 
times, they will tell you for sure.

What better time to 
start thinking about 
warmer weather, 
warm friendships 
and....Wildacres!

 Director Wayne Sukow has made a 
few changes to the classes weõll be of-
fering.  The complete list along with a 
brief description of each can be found 
on the following pages and on the EFMLS 
website <www.amfed.org/efmls>.  

 Registration begins January 1 - and 
we encourage you to register early in 

order to ensure being 
able to take the class 
or classes you list as 
choice #1 on your 
registration.  Class 
size in classes is lim-
ited so that students 
can receive maximum 
assistance from their 
instructor.

 I look forward to spending time 
with you this year at Wildacres - 
whether itõs the spring or fall session.  
Do plan on joining us and sharing what 
we believe to be a gem of a week. 

 The United States Dept. of the 
Interior Geological Survey has a won-
derful booklet called òBuilding Stones 
of our Nationõs Capitoló.  Backed up 
with this booklet, some research 
and samples, I asked some questions; 
òWhat rocks do you think make up many 
of the buildings in Washington D C?, 
The White House?,  Washington Monu-
ment?ó.    Marble , of course, is the 
logical choice, but limestone and gran-
ite became popular after the 1900õs.  
Where these building materials came 
from is amazing!   Schist and gneiss 
from the Piedmont province was used, 
sandstone from Aquia Creek, (close 
and handy; although poor quality) was  
also popular. òCalico rockó; Potomac 
marble (predominantly limestone and 
quartz pebbles cemented together in 
a calcareous matrix) was very beauti-
ful and desired but often ÿawed and 
frustrating to work with.  Also close 
by and used in the late 1800õs was a 
red Seneca sandstone, later marble 
from as close as Baltimore and as 
far as Italy became the material of 
choice.  The Washington Monument is 
composed of  marble from 3 differ-
ent sources!  Indiana limestone, and 
Minnesota granite also became popu-
lar.  These are just a few fascinating 
fact from the booklet.  The kids then 
played a matching game; guessing the 
material that made up the building they 
choose, or researching where it was 
from.  If you go to the Smithsonian, 
in the Natural History Museum, in the 
Hall of Minerals; You can look out the 
window and all the buildings you can see 
are identiþed as to the type on rocks 
used in their construction.  A beautiful 
and informative view!
     
 We also identiþed the specimens 
I brought and matched them with the 
buildings.  Itõs difficult to acquire 
samples from the original sources 
(some are now underwater) but the 
basic limestone, marble, granite, etc. 
are available.  And wouldnõt a þeld trip 
to DC be a great idea!

 The Eastern Federation lost one of its team members at the end of 
November with the untimely passing of Cathy Gaber at the age of 57. 

 Cathy was born in Alexandria, VA and lived most of her life in the Wash-
ington, DC area.  Her òformaló education was in 
History and Anthropology and was employed for 
about 20 years in the computer þeld where she 
did programming, systems analysis and database 
administration.  A constant learner, Cathy subse-
quently took classes in a variety of crafts - PMC, 
and chain making to name just two, and, after she 
and husband Bruce became interested in minerals, 
pursued classes in mineralogy as well eventually 
turning that interest into a stint as a volunteer in 
the Smithsonian Institutionõs minerals division.

 Shortly after becoming interested in miner-
als, Cathy and Bruce joined a local club where they soon began, what was 
to become a life-long involvement in leadership positions.  She was soon 
nominated for an EFMLS position, rising through the ranks until, in 1997, 
she became president.  Her involvement with EFMLS did not cease with the 
end of her term however.  Cathy soon became òSharing Timeó Coordinator 
for the Federation workshops at Wildacres and was often called upon to 
teach classes - mineral identiþcation, Precious Metal Clay, and chain making 
- and most recently served as Speaker Coordinator. She also participated in 
some very unique, and often hilarious skits during the Wildacres Fun Night 
programs.  Who could ever forget her wicked sense of humor?

 She was also involved in the Rochester Mineralogical Symposium for 
which she invited individuals to set up displays and, with Bruce, collected 
auction donations from the various dealers present.  

 Believing that those involved with the Wildacres Workshop should be 
recognized,  in 1997 she inaugurated what has  become an annual award - The 
Wildacres Appreciation Award. 

 Cathy also pursued her interest in writing - and she did it exceptionally 
well.  Her contributions to such publications as òStone, Metal & Glassó , Rocks 
& Minerals, as well as newsletters of the three clubs that she belonged to 
were extremely well researched and well written. 

 A special fund, òThe Catherine J. Gaber Fund for Education in Miner-
alogyó, is being established in her memory.  Contributions may be mailed 
to George Robinson, %A.E. Seamon Mineral Museum, 1400 Townsend Dr;

 She is survived by her husband Bruce, her mother, sister and brother.
